Common Mistakes Students Make in Chitraadharitam Varnanam

These are the most frequent errors seen in CBSE Sanskrit answer sheets. Avoid them to
score full marks.

Mistake 1 — Wrong vibhakti for location:

X Wrong: S=me qearfor #f+=|

Correct: ITH TEATOT |va|

Why: Location requires saptami vibhakti (locative case) — I=ITH + T = I=ATH|

Mistake 2 — Singular verb with plural subject:

X Wrong: sT: 73fd1

Correct; SHT: 75|

Why: ST is plural (bahuvacanam) — the verb must also be plural: 75+, not Tafal

Mistake 3 — Not starting with a general identification sentence:

X Wrong: Starting directly with a specific detail like FaT: @

Correct: Begin with =29 == ___ =7 a1l q|

Why: Examiners expect a structured response. The opening sentence sets context and
earns 1 easy mark.

Mistake 4 — Forcing manjisa words incorrectly:

X Wrong: Using every mafijiisa word even when it makes the sentence grammatically
wrong.

Correct: Use as many words as you can naturally. Skip a word if it breaks grammar —
grammar marks matter more than word usage.

Why: CBSE marking scheme awards 1 mark per correct sentence. A grammatically wrong
sentence scores 0, even if it uses many manjisa words.

Mistake 5 — Forgetting anusvara and visarga in Sanskrit words:
X Wrong: Writing 7914 instead of er:, or Tf~T as =TI
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Correct: Always write complete Sanskrit words with correct anusvara (), visarga (:), and
chandrabindu ().
Why: Spelling errors in Sanskrit can change the meaning entirely and cost marks.
